Part 190 Regulatory Authority

§190.203  Inspections and Investigations.

(a) Officers, employees, or agents authorized by the 

Associate Administrator for Pipeline Safety,                  

PHMSA, upon presenting appropriate credentials, are 

authorized to enter upon, inspect, and examine, at 

reasonable times and in a reasonable manner, the 

records and properties of persons to the extent such 

records and properties are relevant to determining the 

compliance of such persons with the requirements of 

49 U.S.C. 60101 et seq., or regulations, or orders 

issued there under. 



Part 190 Regulatory Authority

§190.203  Inspections and Investigations.

(b)  Inspections are ordinarily conducted pursuant to 
one of the following:

(1)  Routine scheduling by the Regional Director of the 
Region in which the facility is located;

(2)  A complaint received from a member of the public;

(3)  Information obtained from a previous inspection;

(4)  Report from a State agency participating in the 
Federal Program under 49 U.S.C. 60105;

(5)  Pipeline accident or incident; or

(6)  Whenever deemed appropriate by the 
Administrator, PHMSA or his designee.
